The Joan E. Draper Architectural History Research Endowment

Revised Terms
BACKGROUND

Joan Draper was an Associate Professor of the University of Colorado College of Architecture and Planning. She earned an A.B. in Architecture in1968, a Masters of Architecture in 1972 and a Ph.D. in Architecture in 1979, all from the University of California at Berkeley. She also was a non-degree student in the Diplomate in Architecture Program at University College, London (1969-70). She taught at Montana State University (1976-79) and at the University of Illinois-Chicago (1979-85). Dr. Draper joined the University of Colorado faculty in 1985, initially teaching undergraduates on the Boulder campus and later instructing graduate students on the Auraria campus. Dr. Draper's area of specialty was the history of American architecture and urban planning. She was a member of the Society of Architectural Historians and the Planning History Group (Great Britain). She also was a founding member of the Society for American City and Regional Planning History.  

PURPOSE AND SELECTION PROCESS
The Joan E. Draper Architectural History Research Endowment is an endowed fund, the income from which shall be used to support the teaching, research, and creative activities of faculty, emerging scholars, and staff in the College of Environmental Design at the University of California, Berkeley in the area of architectural and urban history and the conservation of historical records and images.

1. The Draper Endowment is open to faculty, emerging scholars, graduate students, and staff whose focus is architectural and urban history. 

2. The recipients of the endowment are expected to expend at least twenty [20] percent of the endowment income with units within the College of Environmental Design whose purpose is to record and preserve architectural and urban history, such as the Environmental Design Archives and the Architectural Visual Resource Library.  The potential recipient (s) must include the 20 percent in their application budget.  

3. The recipients will receive grants for projects or activities which support the purpose of this endowment. 

4. The Department Chair has the authority to create grant application selection criteria, a timeline, and a review process.  The Chair will make recommendations to the Dean, who will make final decision on the award of grant(s).

5. The grants will be awarded annually or on a multi-year basis. There will be outreach to potential recipients. Each grant application will identify the project or activity which supports the purpose of this endowment.  For faculty applications, emerging scholars and/or staff must be included in the proposed project or activity.  

6. The Trustee shall be notified by the Chair or his/her representative reasonably in advance of the award of the grant, and shall be offered an opportunity to be present when the grant is awarded to the recipient.  The grantee will provide a synopsis of the completed project or activity to the Department Chair and the Trustee.
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
